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3 29 CFR is Federal law and is applicable to all DOD employees – military or civilian, officer or enlisted and takes precedence over OPNAV Instructions which are from CNO.  References may be reviewed at the Safety Office.  OPNAV 5100.12G (Navy Traffic Safety Program) has some very important info – line of duty, Motorcycle PPE, Training etc. 
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18 Industrial Hygiene Surveys (IHS) are performed annually or less frequently.  Industrial Hygiene must be called to evaluate new hazardous materials, procedures, equipment, other hazards, additional data collection or any time conditions of the last IHS have changed.  Consult your IHS to determine if you have been asked for additional data. 
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34. Forms may be obtained from Safety, call 887-4661.

35. What is yours?  It can change from day to day, minute from minute etc.  Remember: people don’t plan mishaps.
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40. 07 FEB is date of OPNAV 5100.12G, pay attention to local radio or TV for Base closure or 2 hour delay.  If delay, leave at regular time or earlier & you will be excused up to 2 hours – don’t leave 2 hours late.  Route 58 and Shore Drive in Virginia Beach both have extremely high mortality rates – be careful.  AAA/DIP is driver training required in some instances.
